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The Greater Cincinnati Summer Marching Percussion 
Clinic provides an opportunity for your son or daughter to 
gain experience that has been traditionally available 
only through individual high school music programs.  
This one week Summer Clinic is open to all junior high 
and high school age students who are looking for  
intensive training from  the areas most experienced 
professionals.

During the course of this program each student will 
rehearse 4 to 5 hours each day learning two cadences, 
full ensemble solo, and numerous technique exercises 
culminating in a friends and family performance at 
the end of the week.

Each day area professionals will lead master classes 
and workshops focusing on percussion techniques 
from concert percussion to drumset and world  
instruments. Reading and Internalizing Rhythm, How 
to Improvise and Jam with a group, Concert Snare 
drum, Tenor Drum, and a Drumset/Groove class.

Requirements

Students must be 13 years of age or entering the 8th 
grade in September 2009.  This clinic is designed  
for students that are already enrolled in school band 
programs and have experience with percussion  
equipment.

Each student is asked to bring a marching snare drum 
and carrier from the high school they attend or will be 
attending.  Students wanting to play tenors quads/
quints) should bring those instead of the snare.

Daily Schedule

9-10am: Playing technique exercises in small groups 
(6 students to each instructor)

10:15-11:15am: Students split up into small sections 
(based on evaluation and instrument) for more 
intensive instruction.

11:30-12:30am: Full Ensemble rehearsal
The sections come together to work on what they 
have learned that morning.

12:30-1:00pm: Lunch

1-2pm: Master class 
The students will both watch and participate.

2:15-3:00pm: Sectionals

3:00-4:00pm: Full Ensemble

What to Bring to Camp

For safety, each camper is required to wear gym shoes.

DAILY MASTER CLASSES

Day 1: Hand drumming with master percussionist  
Stan Ginn. Stan will demonstrate and teach the basic 
techniques on the congas and bongos, pandeiro, and 
various other world percussion instruments. Stans’ 
depth of knowledge and experience in world percussion 
is unrivaled in the region.

Day 2: Drumset clinic by local Pro Joe Jahnigen.  
Joe will demonstrate the basics of what a band wants 
to hear from you as a drummer, and will also wow you 
with blazing chops and a mastery of styles. 

Day 3: Concert Percussion with nationally touring
musician Matt Hawkins. Matt will show the basics of
how to play concert percussion instruments focusing 
on timpani and mallet instruments. Matt will also be 
talking about the difference in approach between 
concert and marching percussion.

Day 4: Quad clinic with Andy Mersch. This was one of
the highlights of last year’s camp.

INDIVIDUAL EVALUATIONS

On the first day each camper will play the prepared 
music for a short evaluation on technique and ability, 
given to each student after paid registration.  

After each student’s level of experience has been 
evaluated, they will be grouped into either the Beginner 
Ensemble or the Advanced Ensemble. The beginner 
group will each play bass drum, snare drum and tenor 
drums, the advanced group will, not be rotating 
instruments but working on their specific drum.
